TRANSPORT INFORMATION  2009/2010 
 

1. Scholar's PhotoCard (Metro) (Half-fare pass for bus and rail travel in West Yorkshire) 
 Students aged 16-18 inclusive, permanently resident in West Yorkshire and in full-time 

education, may travel at all times at half the appropriate adult fare upon presentation of a Metro 
Scholar's PhotoCard as proof of entitlement.   The cards may be obtained annually from the start 
of the academic year by completing a simple application form which is then certified by a College 
stamp and signature – available from College reception.   This form is then taken to a Metro 
Travel Centre, staffed bus station or Post Office, with a passport photograph, a £2.00 
administration fee and a valid Greenhead College Student Card, and a card will be issued.  
 Permits can be used on journeys which cross the county boundary, but only for the part of your 
journey which is within West Yorkshire. 

 
2. School Plus MetroCard 
 Students aged 16-18 inclusive, permanently resident in West Yorkshire and in full-time 

education, may travel at all times by bus throughout West Yorkshire using a School Plus 
MetroCard.  This cost is £29.50 per month (or £8.00 per week) and is available from Metro 
Travel Centres, staffed bus stations and Post Offices.  Valid Scholar’s PhotoCard required.   
 

3. Student Plus MetroCard 
 Students in full-time education may travel at all times by bus or rail throughout West Yorkshire 

using a Student Plus MetroCard.  The cost of this is £62.50 per month (or £17.00 per week) and 
is available from Metro Travel Centres, staffed bus or rail stations and Post Offices.  A passport 
photograph and valid Greenhead College Student Card is required.   

 
4. Metro/Northern Rail Season Ticket 
 Students in full-time education may travel at all times by rail throughout West Yorkshire using a 

half-price weekly or monthly Season Ticket, available from staffed rail stations.  A valid Scholar’s 
PhotoCard is required.   

 
5. Kirklees School Card (Metro) 
 The Local Education Authority, in conjunction with Metro, offer a travel pass for students who are 

permanently resident in Kirklees, allowing one journey from home to college in the morning and 
a return journey from college to home in the afternoon, using the bus or train anywhere in the 
West Yorkshire area.  The cost is £205.00 for the full year, plus a one-off charge of £2.50 for 
your first application to cover the cost of a digital photograph.  Application forms are available 
from College reception - please complete and bring with a cheque for £205.00/£207.50, payable 
to Greenhead College. 

 
6. FirstTerm Student Ticket          
 A student ticket valid for a full term (£99 per term.)  Valid on all First bus services for unlimited 

travel in West Yorkshire and full route on services 184, 589, 590, 592 into Greater Manchester 
and Burnley.  Buy on-line or in Metro Travel Centres in Halifax & Huddersfield Bus Stations.  For 
further information contact the Customer Care Team on 08450 26 00 99. 

 
7. South Yorkshire Student Travel Pass 
 Students who live in South Yorkshire can apply for a Student Pass, which is issued free of 

charge and allows travel within South Yorkshire on any bus or tram for the concessionary fare of 
40p and half fare on Northern Rail trains.  Further information from Traveline (01709 515151). 

 
8. Home to College Transport Support (Leeds) 
 Assistance with travel to/from college may be given to students who live in the Leeds Council 

Tax area.  Further information and application forms available from Colleges Transport (0113
