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(NATIONAL ADMISSIONS TEST FOR LAW)

WHAT IS IT?

Eleven universities have introduced a test for applicants to their Law degree courses. It is an additional piece of information to decide whether that applicant should be offered a place. The test will be sat at the beginning of November for the following universities:

WHAT IS THE AIM OF LNAT?
LNAT assesses an applicant’s potential for a law degree and tests raw reasoning power, rather than legal knowledge. 

WHAT WILL YOU HAVE TO DO?

The test is completed on-line, will last two hours and will have two sections. 

1. Multiple choice questions, assessing candidates’ ability to read, understand, analyse, and make logical deductions from, passages of text in formal English.  (80 minutes)

2. One essay from a list of questions.  (40 minutes)

The above tests basic intellectual skills. No prior legal study will be necessary. 

HOW WILL YOU BE HELPED AT GREENHEAD COLLEGE?
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If you are considering Law at one of the eleven universities requiring LNAT, we advise you to apply to no more than four of them in order to increase your chance of getting on to a Law degree course.
· A number of lunchtime sessions will be organised in September and October to familiarise students with the structure of the exam and to practice essay writing technique. Look out for notices on the college bulletin.
· A mock will be organised shortly before the half term of term 1 and feedback given.

· Any college enrichment activity which focuses on critical thinking, public speaking (e.g. Liverpool project, mock trials, etc.) or debating should be attended.
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The Law Department offers enhancement sessions in the first term for Oxbridge students and these will be useful for LNAT preparation.
